THE SITE TEAM

Our Site Team comprises of Senior Caretakers/Caretakers, Cleaners, Meal Time
Assistants, and led by the Site Manager. The team is full of different personalities,
making it an enjoyable environment to work in.

We are recruiting for a Senior Caretaker to support the ongoing maintenance and
refurbishment of the school site. The Senior Caretaker is a key role that supports in
developing our site for both students and staff. A trade qualification is not essential for
this role, but a wide knowledge of building maintenance, decorating, minor carpentry
and basic plumbing are required. The role will also involve undertaking security and
health and safety tasks to ensure our site is safe and secure. The ideal person will
become a key member of our small team, within a welcoming and friendly
environment.

CONTINUING PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

At Torquay Girls’ Grammar School, all staff have access to a wide range of Continued
Professional Development (CPD).

You will have formal opportunities to discuss your personal development goals with
your line manager throughout the year. Furthermore, we have a generous budget
which has supported individual CPD requests from staff across the school. Staff have
completed a range of qualifications including Masters and National Professional
Qualifications (NPQs). All staff have hugely valued having such opportunities.

Alongside this, our INSET programme has included visits to other schools and research
informed practice sessions led by staff, for staff, focussed on teaching and learning.
All staff also have access to a wide range of online courses through National College.




OUR SITE

Torquay Girls’ Grammar
School is fortunate to be
situated on an old country
estate, previously boasting a
manor house and extensive
rural landscaping with several
outstanding frees. The site
feels spacious, as it sits on a
sloping aspect looking over
the paddock (a large green
parkland remanent of the
manor estate grounds).

The site initially became a school in 1939 with the construction of the Triangle building.
This remains, along with Haystacks, The Pavilion, The Roberts building, a dedicated
Sixth Form building, a purpose built, fully equipped music and drama studios, and a
spacious dining hall. The school has fried to keep as much green space as possible
while sfill offering a modern Astroturf, Sports Hall and multiple subject specific buildings.
This gives an inferesting wide range of building designs and ages across the school
site.

The Sports Hall is an excellent facility complete with its own well-equipped gym that
can take a full-size class, as well as clean and modern changing facilities and the
adjoining floodlit full size Astroturf pitch. This means that the school can offer a wide
range of activities to students.

Music and drama are equally well catered for with a sound proofed modern building,
complete with practice rooms, a recording studio and extensive IT facilities. As a
separate building, this allows full use without disturbing other departments. The 230
seated dining facilities with a commercial standard kitchen sits at the end of this
building along with a deli counter for those looking to ‘grab and go’.

At the cenfre of the school site is the Sixth Form extension to the Roberts building,
complete with a café. This joins onto the learning resource centre where students can
focus on their work, access a computer or books from the library. This modern
welcoming area ensures Sixth Formers have a comfortable, dedicated space to work,
rest and socialise with their peers.







WORKING AT
TGGS

Being part of the ‘'TGGS family’ is special in many ways. Whatever role you play within
the school community, there is so much that makes TGGS a great place to work.

Our school is situated on a great site with fantastic facilities including our lecture theatre,

Sports Hall, and a fully kitted gym suite which staff can access. Across the year, there
are also opportunities to join staff only clubs including yoga

and badminton; staff walks on Dartmoor and our annual
sponsored walk which raises £1000s for charity - a great way
to keep fit and socialise with colleagues!

Sports Day, Christmas Events, the House Shout and the Lip
Sync Battle are some of the highly anticipated dates in the
calendar, and staff also have the opportunity to be part of
our extra-curricular offer by going on a range of trips.

Our Parents and Teachers Association (PTA) organises events
for both staff and students, with our Quiz Night always
proving a big success. Whether you would like to be part of
the PTA or simply come along to the events for some fun, it is
a great way to get involved with fundraising for the school.

As a new member of staff, you will receive a full induction to
the school which continues beyond your first week, to help
you to be as successful in your role as possible. As a school,
staff have access to a range of benefits from day one,
including a good pension, the Cycle to Work scheme, and
access to an Employee Assistance Programme, alongside
supportive policies for every personal eventuadlity.

The wellbeing of our staff is paramount and we are always
improving what we can offer. We seek staff views, listen and
take action to ensure staff feel as supported and valued as
possible. We have recently infroduced an annual ‘Wellbeing
Day’ and have purchased TGGS branded items for staff.

Our staff are incredibly dedicated to our students, but are
also incredibly supportive towards one another. As well as
your immediate department or team, you will get to know
staff across the school who each bring something unique to
our school community. In recent exit interviews, 100% of staff
said that they would recommend TGGS as a place to work.
