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The Role

The Commis Chef role supports senior chefs by performing essential kitchen tasks like

ingredient prep, cooking basic dishes, maintaining hygiene, managing stock, and ensuring cleans
workstations, rotating through different kitchen sections (e.g. pastry, garnish, salads and
sauces) to learn all aspects of professional cooking under supervision, focussing on consistency
and learning recipes and techniques for future advancement.

This role will be line managed by the Junior Sous Chefs.

Working Hours

This role is full time at 40 hours per week and term time (34 weeks) plus 2 weeks, including
the INSET days. Working hours are Monday to Friday, 7:00am — 3:30pm with a half an hour
unpaid lunch break. Flexibility will be required in line with the needs of the School as arranged
with the Line Manager.
