Maths Department

The Maths department at Murray Park
consists of 10 teachers, delivering full
Mathematics timetables. Due to further
increasing our PAN and becoming a school
of choice, we are pleased to offer a rare
opportunity to join a successful
department, due to needing to expand
the team. We are very proud of the
outcomes we have supported our students
in achieving, which year upon year are
continuing to rise, to our best results yet
with a Maths Progress 8 score of +0.22.

Our staff boast a wealth of specific skills
and experience, which we use to enthuse
our students and develop inspirational
schemes of work.

The department is very well resourced,
with 10 maths classrooms, 7 of which are
in Maple Park our entrance building to the
school site and was built in 2019. All our
classrooms house interactive whiteboards
along with a wealth of other resources.
We are also lucky enough to have our own
departmental staffroom, which enables
us to house departmental information and
have sociable lunches and breaks.
