· Reflect systematically on the effectiveness of lessons and approaches to teaching

· Contribute to the design and provision of an engaging curriculum within the relevant subject area(s).

Adapt teaching to respond to the strengths and needs of all Students

· Know when and how to differentiate appropriately, using approaches which enable Students to be taught effectively

· Have a secure understanding of how a range of factors can inhibit Students' ability to learn, and how best to overcome these

· Demonstrate an awareness of the physical, social and intellectual development of children, and know how to adapt teaching to support Students' education at different stages of development

· Have a clear understanding of the needs of all Students, including those with special educational needs; those of high ability; those with English as an additional language; those with disabilities; and be able to use and evaluate distinctive teaching approaches to engage and support them.

Make accurate and productive use of assessment

· Know and understand how to assess the relevant subject and curriculum areas, including statutory assessment requirements

· Make use of formative and summative assessment to secure Students' progress

· Use relevant data to monitor progress, set targets, and plan subsequent lessons

· Give Students regular feedback, both orally and through accurate marking, and encourage Students to respond to the feedback.

	Pastoral System:
	· To be a Form Tutor to an assigned group of students.

· To promote the general progress and well-being of individual students and of the Form Tutor group as a whole.

· To liaise with a Pastoral Leader to ensure the implementation of the school's Pastoral System.

· To register students, accompany them to assemblies; facilitate and lead collective worship in tutor groups and year assemblies; encourage their full

· attendance at all lessons and their participation in other aspects of school life.

· To evaluate and monitor the progress of students and keep up-to-date student records as may be required.

· To contribute to the preparation of Action Plans and progress files and other reports.
· To alert the appropriate staff to problems experienced by students and to make recommendations as to how these may be resolved.
· To communicate as appropriate, with the parents of students and with persons or bodies outside the school concerned with the welfare of individual students, after consultation with the appropriate staff

· To contribute to PSHE and citizenship and enterprise according to school policy

· To apply the Behaviour management systems so that effective learning can take place.

	Other Specific Duties:

	· To support the head of faculty in making appropriate arrangements for classes when staff are absent, ensuring appropriate cover within the department liaising with the Cover Supervisor/relevant staff to secure appropriate cover within the department.

· To participate in the interview process for teaching posts when required and to ensure effective induction of new staff in line with School

· procedures.

· To promote teamwork and to motivate staff to ensure effective working relations.

· To participate in the school's ITT programme
