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The Design Technology and Engineering Department is modern and innovative, with dedicated and 

determined staff, and has expanded in recent years to include a new workshop/CAD space. 

 

We are committed to making a difference by delivering worthy, compelling and exciting learning 

experiences for young people at Key Stage 3 and beyond. We believe that creative learning 

opportunities in Design Technology and Engineering alongside the wider curriculum, together with 

innovative teaching methods, will inspire our pupils to challenge themselves and gain in confidence.  

 

The Design and Technology and Engineering accommodation suite comprises:  

• A large multi-function workshop, equipped with a range of CAD/CAM facilities, cutting, 

turning brazing and drilling machines 

• Two further workshops, with power tools and additional CAD/CAM machines  

• Two ICT suites, each with 18 desktop PCs, capable of 3D modelling and design 

Students currently study for the OCR Design and Technology course at GCSE and the subject is 

exceptionally popular within the school. Over 80 pupils study Design and Technology at GCSE 

across years 10 and 11 and we encourage students to focus their project work upon solving ‘real-

world’ problems within an engineering context. This has proven key to the subject’s success, and 

this is demonstrated not only by our results, but our success in other initiatives, such as the 

Arkwright Engineering Scholarship. At A level, we follow the Design and Technology course set by 

OCR where we have equally encouraging numbers of students who take the subject.  

 

Design Technology and Engineering plays a prominent part in the co-curricular program of the 

school, and we offer many activities for students to participate in outside of the classroom. These 

include: skateboard building, VEX Robotics, F1 in Schools Competition, Beekeeping, the 

Greenpower challenge and the Bancroft’s Biplane project. All staff within the department are 

expected to play an active role in the activities offered developing the profile of Design Technology 

and Engineering within the wider school community. 
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We are looking for an enthusiastic and dynamic candidate to join our Design Technology and 

Engineering department. The successful candidate will be able to demonstrate sound subject 

knowledge, high academic standards and an ability to enthuse pupils of all ages. Activities designed 

to challenge pupil thinking and develop independent study skills are central to teaching at Bancroft’s 

and a willingness to contribute to resources in this area is essential.
