Castle EAST School is a specialist provision for
pupils with social communication and interaction
needs and autism from Year 5 to Year 11 in
Bungay, Suffolk. We opened our doors to our
pupils in September 2021 and we continue to
grow across our provision.

Our school educates and supports children and
young people to develop a range of skills and
qualities with support from a team of staff who
are hugely ambitious for pupils to achieve both
their academic and social goals. This age range
means that ultimately the school provides a
curriculum covering three Key Stages.

We recognise the importance of being able to
ensure that our pupils make the academic
progress they are capable of achieving and are
aspirational in our approach.

We also recognise the importance of working
alongside our pupils to help them grow their
social skills so that when they leave our school to
take their next steps, they are able to continue
to grow and use their skills of resilience and
independence to achieve the future that they
deserve.
