Thank you for your interest in applying for the post of
Teacher of English at The King's Academy.

Since opening in 2003 the Academy has served the local
community in south Middlesbrough, as well as providing
specialist education for children with visual impairments,
deaf and hearing impairments and cognition and learning
difficulties from across the region. We are a fully inclusive
school, believing that all students and staff are made in the
image of God and are therefore infinitely precious.

The English department plays a key role in the development
of students’ knowledge and skills in language and literature,
as well as developing their literacy skills to support them to
access the wider curriculum.

Our focus on
character education encourages them to strive for personal
best in all things, recognising that their character matters
and that the person they choose to become is hugely
important, both now and as they progress into adulthood.
In lessons, students can expect to be challenged,
recognising that hard work will enable them to achieve that
personal best throughout their time in the Academy.

We aim for students to be inspired by high-quality teaching
and learning in the classroom, led by our team of expert
teachers and supported by our dedicated team of learning
support assistants. We support students in identifying and
growing their gifts and their talents, and encourage them to
carefully consider how best to use these, for the benefit of
others. We celebrate and share our students’ achievements
together, and are proud of the community that we are
building in the Academy.

We encourage students to think deeply, not just about the
academic content of their curriculum, but also about big
questions in life.

THE ROLE

Teachers make the education of their pupils their first concern and are accountable for achieving the highest
possible standards in work and conduct. Teachers act with honesty and integrity; have strong subject knowledge,
keep their knowledge and skills as teachers up-to-date and are self-critical; forge positive professional relationships;
and work with parents in the best interests of their pupils.

As well as maintaining the Teachers’ Standards, all teachers are responsible, through their head of department, to
the Principal for:

» carrying out effective planning and instruction ensuring that teaching is responsive to students’ needs
and thus suitable to stretch all students in every teaching group;

» marking work, providing honest but motivational feedback to students and ensuring that feedback is
acted upon.

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THE PERSON

We are looking for a passionate and committed teacher to join our English team at The King's Academy. The
successful candidate will work as part of a team of subject specialists, led by the Head of English, with the potential
to teach across Key Stages 3 to 5. The ability to teach outside of the English department is not essential, but would
be advantageous, particularly in law and/or sociology at Key Stage 5.

We are seeking someone who is well-qualified, motivated, adaptable and creative, and someone who strives for
academic excellence whilst teaching students of all abilities.

As a teacher at The King's Academy, your priority will be the care and development of young people. You'll see
each student as an individual with unique talents and potential, regardless of their background, ability or behaviour.
We expect high standards, a deep understanding of the subject and a strong classroom presence, you should
believe that challenges such as special educational needs or socio-economic background should never be barriers to
success.

While you do not need to be a Christian, we ask that all staff embrace and support our mission, values and ethos.
Our team is united by a strong sense of purpose, believing that every student is valuable, gifted and responsible for
their future. A desire to work with the most deprived in our communities and those with low academic starting
points, as well as with the most able and those from more privileged backgrounds , is an essential prerequisite.

SUPPORT

The
department also offers Entry Level qualifications for students who form part of our Higher Learning Needs
base.

The department also offers A levels in English language and English literature, but there are also opportunities
to teach outside the English department for suitably qualified candidates, particularly in the areas of law and/or
sociology.
