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THE SCHOOL
North London Collegiate School has an 
international reputation for academic 
excellence, combined with exceptional 
pastoral care and extra-curricularachievement. 
NLCS  is an academicallyselective girls' school. 
There are 790 studentsin the Senior School, 
233 of them in the SixthForm, and 
approximately 310 in the JuniorSchool. The 
School takes pride in thereligious and social 
diversity of its intake.

The School's aims are to provide anambitious 
education for all its pupils and to enable each 
girl to make the most of her owngifts. The 
highest priority is to maintain ateam of 
professional teachers to whom eachpupil is 
important, and who can teach their subject(s) 
with enthusiasm and drive.

We have an excellent opportunity for either a 
career changer or recent well qualified graduate 
to train as a Teacher of Economics at North 
London Collegiate School (NLCS) . 

Here at NLCS, we are committed to supporting 
colleagues that wish to begin a career in 
teaching, either as a first job following 
graduation or switching to teaching from 
another profession. We have an established 
partnership with theUniversity of 
Buckinghamthrough which we offer an on-the-
job route to qualification, with no prior teaching 
experience required.

THE ROLE
This is an exciting opportunity for a dynamic 
Economics graduate to join this thriving and 
supportive department. 

The successful candidate will have aninfectious 
enthusiasm for thesubject and be eager to share 
this with theirstudents. The role would involve 
teaching Economics in the Sixth Form at A level, 
and possibly as part of the International 
Baccalaureate Diploma Programme, as well as 
helping the Department to develop its extra-
curricular and enrichment provision.

THE CURRICULUM
We are an ambitiously selective academic school. 
Economics is a deeply valued and highly 
popular area of the whole school curriculum, and 
one of the most popular subjects in terms of 
students’ sixth form choices (with around 70 
students studying the subject in the sixth form).
We offer Economics as an A Level (Edexcel: 
Economics A) and as part of the International 
Baccalaureate Diploma. Our ideal candidate will be 
confident in teaching the A Level and / or the IBDP 
Economics syllabus, with appropriate department 
support. Both syllabuses have similar elements such 
as demand and supply, AD/AS, fiscal andmonetary 
policy, theory of the firm, international and 
development economics.

THE DEPARTMENT
The Economics Department is well equipped with 
subscriptionsto various resources including JSTOR, 
the Economist and The Financial Times.
There are currently three teachers in the 
department with a range ofprofessional experience 
including both international and UK teaching. The 
department prides itself onits teamwork, 
enthusiasm for thesubject and the wide variety of 
enrichment opportunities offered. Economics 
based degrees are a popular option for our 
students, and they enjoy the opportunity to read 
widely and to explore the subject outside the 
classroom. Our students areregularly successful in 
gaining places at Oxford, Cambridge, LSE, UCL, 
Warwick and other universities to study Economics 
and also courses such as PPE.
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ENRICHMENT
The enrichment opportunities offered in 
Economics are incredibly strong, encompassing 
both student-led societies and timetabled 
academic enrichment. There is a thriving 
Economics Society which is run by our students. 
The Society invites a range of speakers, publishes a 
well-read Economics journal, and runs regular 
discussion groups and student debates. There are 
plenty of opportunities for students to compete in 
national competitions such as the Institute of 
Economic Affairs Budget Challenge where students 
from NLCS often compete at the highest levels.

PROFESSIONAL OPPORTUNITIES & 
DEVELOPMENT
As a trainee teacher  you will learn whilst working in 
the classroom, fully supported by a Mentor along 
with participating in a blended learning programme 
provided by a team of experienced practitioners 
working with the School and The University of 
Buckingham. You will be assigned a Tutor employed 
by the University who will visit you and work with 
you throughout the year. This course will support 
you as you develop your identity as a teacher and 
help you to find and refine your own teaching style.

In addition to this, you will find a strong culture of
professional development at the School, rooted in
the expectation that all staff proactively seek to
develop their practice throughout their time with us.

A fortnightly Teaching and Learning Forum offers
staff the opportunity to present and discuss
pedagogy. In addition to this, thereare regularguided 
lessonobservations with seniormembers of staff,to
encourage colleagues to think criticallyabout their
own teachingand experimentwith new approaches.

Internalpromotion and professional development
posts are advertisedto all staff. In addition,the
School also offers a numberof generousexternal
opportunities for staff, to expose them to wider 
educationalexperiences.

The School works closely with The Prince’s 
TeachingInstitute, investingin “unlimited”
membershipof the PTII, which offers our staff the
opportunity to attend their full programmeof
events.

Colleaguespresenttheir own researchon areasof
academic or personal interest. These lectures
occupy aprestigious place in our academic 
calendar,occurring fortnightlyand arewell
attendedby staff and studentsalike.

Followingthe opening of four partnership schools, 
NLCS Jeju(South Korea),NLCS Dubai, NLCS Singapore,
and NLCS Kobe (Japan),  staff in the UK have
opportunities to be involved in monitoringvisits to
these overseas schools, and to be involved in the 
recruitment and trainingof their staff.

Teachingdepartmentsin all the schools are linkedvia 
Communitiesof Practice, which provide a forum for
collaboration on projects betweenteachersand
students, sharingof good practice and exchangeof 
ideas.
