Health and welfare of children:

e To have an overview of children with identified medical needs.
To support and care for children who are injured or sick.
Assist in keeping accurate medical records when necessary.
Attend up to date and relevant first aid training.

Break and Lunchtime duties:
Teaching assistants will be required to supervise children at lunchtimes and take
their lunchbreak before or after children’s lunch time.

e Supervise children during break or lunch either inside or outside. This involves
supervision of children before, during and after they have eaten their lunches
as per the rota of responsibilities.

e Ensure the safety of children at all times.

e Be on duty on the playground to support positive play, effective playground
behaviour and to ensure the smooth running of break/lunch sessions.
