e To produce written reports for parents and give them verbal feedback through parent
consultations.

e To keep up-to-date with changes in subject requirements.

e To demonstrate a commitment to continued professional development.

e To ensure that the classroom is a stimulating learning environment where children’s
work is celebrated.

e To actively establish good relations with parents both day to day and through more
formal meetings.

e To build strong relationships with the children and with colleagues.

e To be sensitive to the children’s pastoral needs and share information where
appropriate that ensures their well-being.

e To beinvolved in after school extra-curricular activities which are an important aspect
of school life.

e To help with duties and be available for parents’ evenings, some evening functions and
occasional Saturday morning events, such as Open Mornings.
