Purpose of the Role: 

The Teacher will be responsible for delivering and coordinating the daily teaching, planning, assessment and pastoral care for learners. They will work closely with the Senior Leadership Team to develop inclusive practice and ensure provision is high quality, safe, effective and relevant. The role will also include deployment of teaching support staff, financial and physical resources within the school to support teaching and learning. 

[bookmark: _Hlk21332842]We need a primary experienced teacher who is able to cope with highly complex problems, particularly in child protection and challenging behaviours.  Some of our learners are involved in high risk-taking activities such a substance misuse, going missing, vulnerability to exploitation and much more.  They may lead chaotic lifestyles or suffer from neglect, all form of abuse and witness to domestic violence and family turbulence.  


Generic Introduction:

· Establishing a strong framework for ensuring learner voice, and that learners feel engaged with school
· Evaluating the effectiveness of own lessons and intervention strategies

· Encourage family involvement in the management and development of the provision
· Ensure that parents/carers are given information at timely intervals about the curriculum, progress of their children and other matters affecting the school

· To operate within agreed legal, ethical and professional boundaries when working with children and young people and those involved with them.
· Ensure high level of professional competences by attending regular training, undertaking further qualifications and self-study.
