Purpose of the role

The main purpose of the role is to coordinate daily staff cover and absence administration, liaising with
the Headteacher and senior staff, while ensuring the smooth day-to-day running of the college through
administrative support, event and staffing logistics, and the monitoring of policies, contracts, and third-
party checks to maintain full compliance.

Specific Duties and Responsibilities:

To manage daily cover administration by liaising with the Headteacher each morning to report staff
absence, coordinating with supply agencies, using SIMS to arrange appropriate lesson cover, and
working with Senior Leadership throughout the day to address any unplanned absence.

To work closely with the office staffing team, ensuring work is appropriately delegated and prioritised,
and that high standards are consistently maintained. To support the recruitment, appointment, and
induction of new clerical staff in line with the needs of the school. To undertake the performance
management of admin staff, including holding appraisal meetings, setting objectives, addressing
underperformance, and supporting improvement.

To oversee the administration associated with new pupil intake, including supporting the Pastoral
Manager with Welcome Days and processing consent forms for trips, photographs, and biometric
registration. To maintain pupil records accurately and confidentially. To review and approve parental
communications, including letters, texts, and emails, ensuring accuracy and suitability before
distribution. To plan, communicate, and coordinate large-scale school events, ensuring effective
organisation and delivery.
