Main activities and

The postholder will take responsibility
for the teaching of a class of children
across the school determined on an
annual basis by the Head of School in
accordance with the duties listed.

Duties

The current School Teachers’ Pay and
Conditions document describes duties
which are required to be undertaken
by teachers in the course of their
employment.

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* interact on a professional level with
all colleagues and; establish and
maintain good working relationships
which will promote the
development and effective delivery
of the school curriculum and
maximise children’s achievement.

* be responsible for the supervision
of the work of support staff and any
students who may be on teaching
practice or work placement.

* undertake the teaching of the pupils
and the associated pastoral and
administrative duties in respect of
those pupils as well as the general
responsibilities in the school as
agreed with the Head of School.

General responsibilities

* Teaching all pupils in your care
according to their educational
needs and acknowledging that every
lesson counts.

* Creating a well-ordered and secure
environment that will ensure the
educational well being of individual
children within the group.

* Making effective use of ICT to
enhance learning and teaching.

* Undertaking careful planning and
delivery of the curriculum.

* Ensuring careful and ongoing

assessment of your pupils’ learning

to inform further planning.

* Ensuring that the curriculum meets
the needs of all pupils - tasks and
activities are matched to the ability
of the children and henceforth
allowing them to make progress at
the right pace and level.

» Completing all assessments and
records as determined by school
policy in a timely fashion.

* Working with school leaders to
track the progress of individual
children and intervene where pupils
are not making progress.

* Working with school leaders to
complete and teach individual pupil
plans where pupils have specific
needs.

* Ensuring that equal opportunities
are implemented in the classroom
and throughout the school.

* Developing and maintaining positive
relationships with parents and
carers, which involves them taking
an active role in the classroom and
in the learning process.

* Participating in planning and staff
meetings.
