Implement planned learning activities/teaching programmes as agreed with the teacher, adjusting activities according to pupils’ responses as appropriate 
Participate in planning and evaluation of learning activities with the teacher/HLTA, providing feedback to the teacher on pupil progress and behaviour. 
Support the teacher in monitoring, assessing and recording pupil progress/activities.
Provide feedback to pupils in relation to attainment and progress under the guidance of the teacher.
Support learning by arranging/providing resources for lessons/activities under the direction of the teacher.
Support pupils in social and emotional well-being, reporting problems to the teacher as appropriate.
Share information about pupils with other staff, parents/carers, internal and external agencies, as appropriate.
Understand and support independent learning and inclusion of all pupils as required.
Understand and implement school child protection procedures and comply with legal responsibilities. 
Assist in the development of individual development plans for pupils (such as Individual Support Plans) 
Support the work of volunteers and other teaching assistants in the classroom 
Support the use of ICT in the curriculum 
Assist in escorting and supervising pupils on educational visits and out of school activities 
Select, prepare and clear away classroom materials and learning areas ensuring they are available for use, including developing and presenting displays 
Supervise individuals and groups of pupils throughout the day, including supervision in the classroom, playground and dining areas.
Provide basic first aid as appropriate, ensuring timely referral to health service in emergency situations.
Administer medications as required in line with school policy.
Support children’s learning through play 
Support pupils in developing and implementing their own personal and social development 
Assist pupils with eating, dressing and hygiene, as required, whilst encouraging independence. 
Monitor and manage stock and supplies for the classroom.
Be keenly aware of the responsibility for safeguarding children and alert Designated Safeguarding Lead and other school leaders to problems arising with individual pupils.
Supervise the use and care of the school building, fixtures and equipment by the pupils and to ensure their adherence to relevant health and safety regulations.
Take reasonable care of own health and safety and that of others and informing relevant staff of any concerns
Operate at all times within the policies and procedures of the Trust.
Notwithstanding the detail in this job description, the jobholder will undertake such work as may be determined by the Headteacher from time to time, up to or at a level consistent with the main responsibilities of the job
