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THE SCHOOL
North London Collegiate School has an 
international reputation for academic 
excellence, combined with exceptional 
pastoral care and extra-curricularachievement. 
NLCS  is an academicallyselective girls' school. 
There are 790 studentsin the Senior School, 
233 of them in the SixthForm, and 
approximately 310 in the JuniorSchool. The 
School takes pride in thereligious and social 
diversity of its intake.

The School's aims are to provide anambitious 
education for all its pupils and to enable each 
girl to make the most of her owngifts. The 
highest priority is to maintain ateam of 
professional teachers to whom eachpupil is 
important, and who can teach their subject(s) 
with enthusiasm and drive. All pupils are 
expected to learn to recogniseacademic 
excellence and realise that it isattainable.

Alongside these aims for the classroom, staff 
strive to make school a place where the 
whole personality can grow.

TEACHER  OF CLASSICS 
THE OPPORTUNITY
This is an excellent opportunity for a first - rate Classics 
Teacher to teach at all levels across the School. The
successfulapplicant will be expected to play a
significantrole in co-curricularactivities,and they will
have a deep commitment to, and knowledgeof, 
deliveringexcellent pastoralcare to the studentsin their
care.

Our idealcandidatewillhaveboth the commitment and
abilityto enthuseand motivateour studentsto ensure
excellent progress ismadeby all.They willbe a dynamic 
teacherwho encouragesa lovefor the subject through
both theirteachingandtheir involvementin co-curricular
offers.The successfulcandidateshouldhavea genuine 
passionfor the subject,the abilityto be an outstanding
teacherof theirsubjectandbe committedto raising 
achievement,raising aspirationsandgoingthe extramile. 

The role is part time working 0.60FTE initially on a two 
yearfixed term contract from 1st Sep 2026 to 31st August 
2028.

THE CURRICULUM
Latin is taught to all girls in the first three years (years 
7-9). The Cambridge Latin Course is used, 
supplemented by additional material devised and 
shared by members of the Department. Latin is 
typically chosen by at least a third of the year group 
for GCSE (for which we follow the OCR GCSE 
specification). From Year 10, Classical Greek is offered, 
and is taken in healthy numbers; girls follow John 
Taylor’s “Greek to GCSE” course before moving onto 
the set texts, again leading to the OCR qualification.

In the Sixth Form, healthy numbers of students choose 
to continue their Latin and Greek studies through 
either the OCR A level or the IB. In the IB courses, 
students research an area of the ancient world in which 
they have a particular interest for their Internal 
Assessment. We also offer Classical Civilisation (OCR A 
Level), with papers on The World of the Hero, Greek 
Theatre and Athenian Democracy. .

Each year several students apply for related courses 
at university, including straight Classics, Ancient 
History or courses combining Classics with another 
discipline, such as English or Modern Languages. The 
department offers individual support for university 
interviews and language tests. As part of the Sixth 
Form activities programme, we run enrichment 
courses for Year 12 students offering an introduction 
to Greek and Latin Literature, and for Year 13, more 
in-depth courses on Tragedy and Epic, as well as a 
course on ancient history.

THE DEPARTMENT
The Classics Department aims to emphasise the 
inherent wonder and excitement of the ancient 
world, its language, literature, culture and history, and 
as a secondary consideration, its influence on other 
languages, culture and thought. We pride ourselves 
on engaging all the students we teach through a wide 
variety of approaches and activities, using the full 
breadth of Classics to find something to interest 
every individual student.

We are a friendly and flourishing department of six 
teachers, including our own Headmistress, who all 
share a passion for the subject. Based in our own 
office, with a suite of four classrooms, we use a 
combination of digital and material resources in 
tandem with smartboards in each classroom to 
provide lessons rich with variety.

The department has a substantial collection of its 
own books and other shared resources. We aim to 
combine scholarly and knowledgeable teaching with 
a strong emphasis on enabling all pupils to enjoy our 
lessons. Central to the ethos of the department is a 
spirit of community and collaboration, whereby we 
share both resources and ideas about best practice.
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ENRICHMENT
The Classics Department runs an annual trip to 
Classical sites abroad. A range of study days and trips 
is arranged for students, from the British Museum 
and Roman Empire mornings for younger students, 
to discussions with and lectures from university 
academics for Years 10-13 in London, Oxford and 
Cambridge. Evening theatre trips are also common. 
In Years 10 and 11, we run a popular essay 
competition over the summer holidays and students 
produce a Classics Magazine, ‘Achilles’ Reel’.

The Classics Society (run by Year 13 students) is 
active and busy, running weekly discussion sessions 
for students in Year 10 and above, inviting visiting 
speakers, and helping the Middle School Classics 
Club. Every year, pupils and staff organise a Classics 
Week during the Spring Term, featuring whole-
school assemblies and other events such as quizzes, 
competitions, and short lectures. 

A member of the department runs a Latin club in 
the Junior School at NLCS, and a group of Sixth 
Form students teaches Latin to children at a local 
primary school using the ‘Minimus’ course. Students 
are encouraged to attend Classics-related residential 
courses, such as the JACT Greek Summer School. All 
members of staff in the department take an active 
role in the provision of our extra-curricular activities. 
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PROFESSIONAL  DEVELOPMENT
PROFESSIONAL OPPORTUNITIES & 
DEVELOPMENT

There is a strong culture of professional
development at the School, rooted in the
expectation that all staff proactively seek to
develop their practice throughout their time with us.

A fortnightly Teaching and Learning Forum offers
staff the opportunity to present and discuss
pedagogy. In addition to this, thereare regularguided 
lessonobservations with seniormembers of staff,to
encourage colleagues to think criticallyabout their
own teachingand experimentwith new approaches.

Internalpromotion and professional development
posts are advertisedto all staff. In addition,the
School also offers a numberof generousexternal
opportunities for staff, to expose them to wider 
educationalexperiences.

The School works closely with The Prince’s 
TeachingInstitute, investingin “unlimited”
membershipof the PTII, which offers our staff the
opportunity to attend their full programmeof
events.

It is important for our teachers to refine their 
knowledgeto further enhancetheacademic
rigourof their lessons. To thisend severalof our
academicstaff lead PTIsessionsin their own
specialistareas.

As part of the wider Senior School, staff benefit
from being able to attend theSenior Societies
lecture seriesgiven by eminent speakers.
Staff are also encouragedto sharetheir
passionsthroughour Nicholson Lecturesseries.
Colleaguespresenttheir own researchon areas
of academic or personal interest. These
lecturesoccupy aprestigious place in our
academic calendar,occurring fortnightlyand
arewell attendedby staff and studentsalike.

Followingthe opening of five partnership schools, 
NLCS Jeju(South Korea),NLCS Dubai, NLCS
Singapore,NLCS Vietnam, and NLCS Kobe (Japan),  
staff in the UK have opportunities to be involved in
monitoringvisits to these overseas schools, and to
be involved in the recruitment and trainingof their
staff.

Teachingdepartmentsin all the schools are linked
via Communitiesof Practice, which provide a 
forum for collaboration on projects between
teachersand students, sharingof good practice
and exchangeof ideas.

All of these opportunities enablecolleagues to
become better and moreroundedacademics and
teachers,and ourstaff relishthe chance to get
involved insuch activities.
