KEY PURPOSE OF THE JOB 

To take responsibility for the education and welfare of a designated class of children in accordance with the current School Teachers’ Pay and Conditions and Teachers’ Standards documents. Adhere to the requirements of national, statutory guidance as well as policies and procedures agreed by the Governing Body of Southfield Junior School. 

MAIN ACTIVITIES 

A. Take responsibility for planning and implementing agreed schemes of work for all children in the designated class, within the framework of statutory and recommended national and school policies.

B. Maintain assessment records and to report on children’s progress to senior staff and parents/carers, in accordance with national and school policy. 

C. Manage additional adults who are deployed to work with the class and/or specific children with identified special needs and/or disabilities (SEND).

D. Safeguard children, adhering to the school’s agreed staff handbook and safeguarding/child protection policies at all times. 

PRINCIPAL ACCOUNTABILITIES 

1. Plan, differentiate and provide feedback on children’s work in accordance with national and school policies. 

2. Ensure that all children experience a broad, balanced and stimulating curriculum offer, in line with the agreed curriculum maps and statutory guidance. 

3. Actively adapt teaching and learning experiences so that each child has the opportunity to make excellent progress and achieve standards that meet his/her full capability. 

4. Ensure that all children, including those in identified contextual groups, make at least good academic progress and outstanding progress wherever possible. 

5. Make appropriate educational provision for children with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND) and those learning English as an Additional Language (EAL), with support, where needed, from the SENDCo and support staff where necessary.  

6. Provide children with opportunities to manage their own learning (e.g. Assessment for Learning) and become independent learners. 

7. Create a secure, safe and stimulating classroom environment and maintain the highest standards of organisation, behaviour and discipline. 

8. Maintain high standards of displays / working walls both in the classroom and in other areas of the school, in collaboration with teaching assistants and support staff. 

9. Arrange for resources, equipment and materials to be available in such a way that they are properly cared for, easily accessible and encourage children to become responsible for their own learning. 

10. Work collaboratively with colleagues to undertake medium and short-term planning and the implementation of agreed schemes of work. 

11. Assess children’s progress, maintain records and provide written reports to parents/carers in accordance with school and national policies. 

12. Communicate openly and clearly with parents, carers and outside agencies about children’s wellbeing & safety and their progress & attainment. 

13. Ensure that school aims and objectives, in relation to the curriculum, equal opportunities, safeguarding and discipline are promoted in everyday classroom organisation and practice. 

14. Liaise with school-based and other external professionals and support staff as required. 

15. Take responsibility for the management of other adults as described in the purpose of this post. 

16. Proactively research and undertake continuous professional development (CPD) opportunities through and participate actively in the school’s arrangements for appraisal and performance management.
