e Promote the safety and wellbeing of pupils.

e Maintain good order and discipline among pupils, managing behaviour effectively to ensure a good and safe
learning environment.

Working with colleagues and other relevant professionals:
e Collaborate and work with colleagues and other relevant professionals within and beyond the school.
o Develop effective professional relationships with colleagues.

Management of staff and resources:
