PE AT TGGS

PE at TGGS is an integral part of school life, providing a balanced approach to fitness,
health and personal development. Our curriculum is designed fo be both challenging
and inclusive, allowing students to explore a wide variety of sports and physical activities
that encourage lifelong participation and enjoyment. We aim to develop students’ skills,
teamwork, leadership and resilience through both our curriculum and extensive extra-
curricular programme.

Our staff also enjoy getting involved in sport, whether by supporting clubs and team:s,
using the onsite facilities, participating in our staff running club or, of course, taking part
in the Sports Day staff relay.

Our excellent facilities support a diverse range of activities. These include a multi-use
sports hall, an all-weather astroturf pitch, several tennis and netball courts, a fitness suite,
dedicated spaces for dance and yoga equipped with sound systems, a grass area for
athletics throwing and a long jump pit, as well as a bespoke GCSE and A-Level
classroom. With access to such facilities, students participate in a wide range of sports
including netball, hockey, tennis, athletics, cricket, football, rugby, volleyball, dance

and gymnastics, among many others.

Our sports programme emphasises both individual development and team success,
ensuring students have the opportunity to find activities they enjoy and excel in. We also
field a range of competitive teams that represent the school at regional and national
events. Our students consistently excel in both team and individual sports, achieving
top positions in regional and national competitions. Highlights include our netball team:s,
who have reached national finals multiple years in succession, and our track and field
athletes, who regularly compete at regional level. These achievements reflect the
commitment and dedication of both our students and the PE department.

Our PE curriculum is structured to foster a lifelong love of physical activity while
promoting skill development, tfeamwork and resilience. Students experience a broad
mix of traditional and contemporary sports, with opportunities to tailor their Core PE
pathway from Year 9. We currently offer both AQA GCSE and A-Level PE, with strong
uptake in each.

Beyond the curriculum, we provide a wide range of enrichment opportunities including
sports clubs, fithess sessions and regular participation in inter-school and external
competitions. PE at TGGS is about far more than sport; it is about empowering young
women to develop confidence, discipline and a lifelong appreciation for health and
wellbeing. We look forward to welcoming a colleague who shares our vision for an
inspiring and inclusive PE programme.

Sports Day, Christmas Events, the House Shout and the Lip
Sync Battle are some of the highly anticipated dates in the
calendar, and staff also have the opportunity to be part of
our extra-curricular offer by going on a range of trips.

Our Parents and Teachers Association (PTA) organises events
for both staff and students, with our Quiz Night always
proving a big success.

As a new member of staff, you will receive a full induction to
the school which continues beyond your first week, to help
you to be as successful in your role as possible.

‘Wellbeing Day’' which staff have shared has a positive
impact on their own wellbeing.

BEYOND

We are extremely lucky to be located within such a
wonderful part of the world, and part of a superb
community. Our school is situated in Torquay and
part of the wider Torbay area which is also home to
the coastal towns of Paignton and Brixnam. Torbay
has so much to offer including beautiful harbours,
popular tourist atftractions, and plenty of choice [
when it comes to fish & chips or an ice cream!
Although located in Torquay, many staff and pupils
commute from far and wide including Exefter,
Plymouth, East Devon, and even Cornwall, using
the excellent fransport links available, as well as car
sharing.

Our school is only a 30 minute walk to the closest
beach, and driving distance to so many other
stunning beaches and coastal towns including
Dartmouth and Salcombe. As well as access to
renowned coastlines within the English Riviera and
the South Hams, Torquay also provides easy
access to Dartmoor where there are endless walks
and quaint villages to visit.
