• Maintain the vehicle to a high standard, ensuring cleanliness and in a good state of repair 

• Report any vehicle defects, faults, incidents and accidents in accordance with procedures 

• Refuel the vehicle as necessary  

• Drive the minibus in compliance with motoring laws, with due care and attention and in accordance with 
minibus training 

• Have full regard to inclement weather implications and adhere to protocols to manage any issues 

• Undertake Minibus MIDAS training and any other related training such as First Aid 

• Willing to undertake additional trips in support to other school activities if available 

• Undertake all other reasonable tasks as required to fulfil the role of minibus driver
