Essential
· Ability to maintain confidentiality at all times
· Calm and consistent approach when working with children and understanding behaviour as communication
· Ability to build children’s confidence and self esteem
· Proven ability to work as part of a team and form positive, professional relationships with children, colleagues and parents
· Enthusiasm and willingness to learn
· Ability to use own initiative
· Adaptability to the changing needs in the classroom and a flexible approach to working
· Enthusiasm and willingness to learn
· Confidence to work with students on a 1:1 basis, small group basis and assisting the class teacher where necessary
· An awareness of strategies to de-escalate behaviour and support children to re-engage with learning
· GCSE in English and Maths Grade C or above or 5+ equivalent



Desirable
· Experience of working with children with SEMH needs across the primary age range
· Sensitivity to social and emotional needs for SEMH children
· Motivation and good humour to meet the challenges posed by 1:1 support
· Wider knowledge and understanding of the SEN Code of Practice
· Experience of supporting specific SEN children to make progress towards agreed targets
· A relevant qualification eg Level 2 Child Care
· Experience of working 1:1 with special needs children including those requiring personal care (eg eating/toileting)
