1. Teaching Assistant (Morning Role) 

• Support pupils’ learning in class, individually and in small groups 

• Deliver targeted interventions under teacher direction 

• Promote inclusion, independence and positive behaviour 

• Monitor progress and provide feedback to teachers 

• Support classroom organisation, displays and resources 

• Contribute to assessment (including EYFS observations where appropriate) 

• Maintain a safe, engaging and supportive learning environment 

 

2. HLTA Art Associate Teacher (Afternoon Role) 

• Plan and deliver high-quality, progressive Art lessons across EYFS, KS1 and KS2 

• Deliver weekly PPA cover teaching Art/Music/DT to all year groups 

• Ensure an inclusive, engaging and supportive learning environment where all pupils can succeed. 

• Develop pupils’ skills in drawing, painting, sculpture, textiles and mixed media 

• Promote creativity, experimentation and artistic confidence 

• Assess pupil progress and adapt teaching accordingly 

• Organise and maintain Art/Music/DT resources and learning spaces 

• Support the development and consistency of the Art/Music/DT curriculum across the school 

• Model and promote high standards of teaching and learning in Art/Music/DT
