Job Purpose
The HLTA supports the effective operation of the trust and works to uphold and promote its vision and values.

To complement the professional work of teachers by taking responsibility for agreed learning activities under an agreed system of supervision.  This may involve planning, preparing and delivering learning activities for individuals/groups or short term for whole classes and monitoring pupils and assessing, recording and reporting of pupils’ achievement, progress and development.   
   
To be responsible for the management and development of a specialist area within the school and/or management of other teaching assistants including allocation and monitoring of work, appraisal and training.


Duties and Responsibilities

5. Recording progress and achievement in lessons/activities systematically and providing evidence of range and level of progress and attainment   
6. Working within an established discipline policy to anticipate and manage behaviour constructively, promoting self-control and independence   
7. Supporting the role of parents in pupils’ learning and contributing to/leading meetings with parents to provide constructive feedback on pupil progress/achievement etc.
8. Administering and assessing/marking tests and invigilating exams/tests.
