Teaching Assistants are employed to undertake any of the following duties, as required by the Headteacher.

Roles and Responsibilities:

· supporting individual children and groups of children with SEND to access a tailored curriculum;

· support children with an individual education plan;

· work one-to-one supporting individual pupils with Education Health and Care Plans;

·     supporting groups of pupils to engage in their learning, under the direction of the class teacher;

· preparation and adaptation of learning materials as directed by the teacher;

· assist with curricular activities as directed by the teacher;

· to provide support to teaching staff in an appropriate learning environment.  Assisting with the integration of pupils with additional needs;

· to be an integral part of the school, working in close partnership with all staff;

· to carry out agreed learning activities/teaching programmes, adjusting activities according to pupil’s response or need;

· to provide feedback to pupils in relation to progress and development;

· to monitor and evaluate pupil’s response to learning activities through observation and planned recording of achievement against key learning challenges and report to the class teacher;

· such other duties related to the work of the school appropriate to the post as may be assigned.
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
