Education/Qualifications

Essential: 
· Applicants who are unskilled or minimally skilled in care who show a genuine interest to develop their vocational skills through training will be considered. 
· This is a pupil facing post and it is a requirement to be fluent in the English language and to be able to read, understand and record written information. 


Preferred:
· A relevant qualification in care. 
· Educated to GCSE level or equivalent.
· Moving and Handling training
· First Aid qualification


Experience

Essential:
· Experience of working with or supervising children, young people or vulnerable adults (this can include family and friends)

Preferred:
· Experience of working with children in a school setting or experience of working in a care setting
· Experience of administering medication, using a hoist or other client handling equipment, supporting people with personal care.


Skills/Knowledge/Aptitude

Essential:
· Ability to work collaboratively with others
· Ability to work on own initiative when applicable
· Ability to use ICT to engage with essential school policies and procedures
· Communicate with pupils, colleagues, parents/carers and professionals in a clear, friendly and professional manner.
· Able to stay calm under pressure..


Attitude

Essential:
· Positive attitude to children and young people with special educational needs
· Willingness to be flexible
· Willingness to undertake required training for the role
· Commitment to equality and inclusion
· A compassionate, empathetic and caring nature. 
· Treats others with courtesy and respect at all times.


Physical

Essential:
· Able to undertake all physical aspects of the role.  Even with specialist equipment in place and appropriate training, it is important that you are physically fit. A Handling Plan designed to reduce the risk of handling injuries may require you to bend, kneel, squat or lunge to ensure good posture during handling tasks.
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
