	Plan (with support) and deliver teaching and learning within our SEMH pathway. Lessons are delivered to small groups and individual students on a short, medium to long-term and ad hoc basis. As a behaviour HLTA you will be responsible for producing resources and individual learning opportunities for a specific  area of curriculum within the SEMH provision at Richmond Hill School (E.g. Phonics , Communication, PE, Cookery, Horticulture).  All students have behavioural and communication difficulties alongside severe or profound learning difficulties, some of whom will have additional needs e.g. autism, physical disabilities and medical issues.

Develop and maintain resources to assist in teaching and supporting communication and behaviour. Provide support and guidance to other support staff who work with individual pupils with special educational needs.

CONTEXT:  All support staff are part of a whole school team.  They are required to support the values and ethos of the school and school priorities as defined in the School Development Plan.  This will mean focussing on the needs of colleagues, parents and pupils and being flexible in a busy pressurised environment.  

This is a Higher Level Teaching Assistant role.  A Teaching Assistant at this level will take responsibility for pupils.   S/he will be involved in promoting the acceptance and integration of pupils with special educational needs.  They might also be involved in the assisting of pupils for whom English is an additional language.
HLTA might be found in any school, including a special school and can be the specialists on SEN in that setting.  In some settings HLTA will be involved in the supervision of other staff. 

Physical Effort:  The job is likely to involve some lifting on a regular basis.  Training will be provided.  The role will also involve, as necessary, support children with behavioural difficulties.		

Working Environment:  There could be a frequent requirement to deal with vomit and bodily fluids when children are unwell. There may be a requirement to supervise the administration of medicines.
