To take responsibility for the education and welfare of a designated class of children in accordance with the current School Teachers’ Pay and Conditions and Teachers’ Standards documents. Adhere to the requirements of national, statutory guidance as well as policies and procedures agreed by the Governing Body of Southfield Junior School. 

MAIN ACTIVITIES 

A. Take responsibility for planning and implementing agreed schemes of work for all children in the designated class, within the framework of statutory and recommended national and school policies.

B. Maintain assessment records and to report on children’s progress to senior staff and parents/carers, in accordance with national and school policy.
