Job Purpose

Responsible for the technical support in the DT department through the preparation of
tools, equipment and materials for lessons.

Support the Design & Technology department, which has a range of machinery including
traditional wood machining equipment, hand tools and CAM & CAD facilities.

Main Responsibilities

Technical Support

To prepare materials for lessons, as requested by each member of department
Creation of lesson resources for practical lessons such as jigs and formers
Preparing materials for student use, such as electronics component kits, cutting
wood/plastic/metals to size

Maintenance of materials and hand tools to be done on a regular basis, including the
sharpening of blades

Operate Laser Cutters, CAD tools(software), operate laser cutter and 3D printers.
Servicing and monitoring of all equipment in the workshops.

Assist in the introduction of new equipment into the workshops.

To ensure all tools and equipment are stored securely after use

Assisting students in practical lessons and support STEM activities such as robotics.
To ensure the D&T rooms are kept secure, clean, tidy and free from all hazards, and to
report any building maintenance issues on behalf of the department
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o Maintenance and servicing of all machinery in the workshops; hand tools, pillar drills, band
saws, band facer, circular saw, vacuum former, laser cutter, 3D printer, line bender,
soldering irons. This included changing blades or papers where required.

o To be responsible with the classroom teacher for risk assessments and keeping children
safe in the classroom

o Assist teachers in the delivery of extracurricular activities and celebrating success.

o To draw up and maintain an inventory of equipment and organise store rooms and store
cupboards
