We are a popular double form first school with our own part time nursery and before and after school provision known as Kidz Zone.  We are extremely well resourced and we pride ourselves in the curriculum opportunities we provide. Our senior leaders are highly skilled and lead Maths, English, SEND and EYFS and Pupil Premium provision, 1 of which is also our Assistant Head.
