e Be a positive role model for staff, parents and pupils.

e Regularly attend school events and offer support to staff in running events that support the
school’s links to the community.

e Treat all people fairly, equitably and with dignity and respect to create and maintain a positive
culture in line with the School’s agreed vision and values.

e Engage with other schools to build effective learning communities.

e Regularly review his/her own practice, set personal targets and take responsibility for his/her
own personal development.
