The Modern Languages Department is made up of a committed team of teachers who work
collaboratively to develop high-quality teaching, learning and resources.

Teaching is focused on developing confident communicators, with a strong emphasis on speaking,
listening, reading and writing skills. The target language is used routinely in lessons, and outcomes
are consistently strong, with high uptake at Key Stage 4 and results well above national averages.

Staff benefit from well-resourced classrooms, each typically equipped with interactive screens, IT
access and a range of supporting materials. A wide vdriety of resources and texts are available to
support teaching across all key stages.
