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THE SCHOOL
North London Collegiate School has an 
international reputation for academic 
excellence, combined with exceptional 
pastoral care and extra-curricularachievement. 
NLCS  is an academicallyselective girls' school. 
There are 790 studentsin the Senior School, 
233 of them in the SixthForm, and 
approximately 310 in the JuniorSchool. The 
School takes pride in thereligious and social 
diversity of its intake.

The School's aims are to provide anambitious 
education for all its pupils and to enable each 
girl to make the most of her owngifts. The 
highest priority is to maintain ateam of 
professional teachers to whom eachpupil is 
important, and who can teach their subject(s) 
with enthusiasm and drive. All pupils are 
expected to learn to recogniseacademic 
excellence and realise that it isattainable.

Alongside these aims for the classroom, staff 
strive to make school a place where the 
whole personality can grow. Good relations 
between staff and pupils, and between girls 
themselves, are fostered.

Levels, we offer the InternationalBaccalaureatein
the Sixth Form and we havean outstanding 
record of success. Our students gainedan average
point score of 42.94  in 2025,placing us again
among the best IB schools in the world.

Places are heavilyoversubscribed,and entry is
extremelycompetitive.

Our leavers receiveoffers from an impressive
range of universitydestinations including
Oxford, Cambridge, Harvard,Yale and Princeton, 
as well as other leading universities such as
Warwick,Edinburgh,UCL andImperial.

TEACHER  OF GEOGRAPHY
THE ROLE

Our ideal candidate will have both the 
commitment and ability to enthuse andmotivate 
our students to ensure excellent progress is made 
by all. They will be a dynamic teacher who 
encourages a love for the subject through both 
their teaching and their involvement in co-
curricular offers. The successful candidate should 
have a genuine passion for the subject, the ability 
to be an outstanding teacher of their subject and 
be committed to raising achievement, raising 
aspirations and going the extra mile.

THE CURRICULUM

Geography is one of the most selected options 
at GCSE (Edexcel IGCSE) with around 70 students 
(4 sets) selecting Geography each year. Girls 
attend two double periods a week (140 minutes). 
In the Sixth Form, Geography can be studied as 
an A level (Edexcel) or as part of the International 
Baccalaureate. It’san extremely popular subject in 
the SixthForm, and the Department supports a
considerable number of students in applyingto 
Oxbridge and other prestigious UK and US
universities each year for Geography andother 
related courses. In addition, IB studentsoften 
choose to write their extended essayson 
geographical subjects, supervised by members of 
the Department. The department prides itself on 
consistentlyachieving strong results in external 
examinations.

THE DEPARTMENT

The Geography Department is large and vibrant, 
currently comprising of 5 full and part-time 
teachers. All teachers are subject specialists and 
have a range of specific interests and specialisms, 
both human and physical. The Department is 
extremely active and successful, placing strong 
emphasis upon high expectations of the students 
intellectually. This ethos is reflected in our 
ambitious choice of courses as well as a broad, 
exciting extra-curricular programme.

ENRICHMENT
The enrichment opportunities offered by the 

Department are incredibly strong, encompassing
both student-led societies and timetabled 
academic enrichment. There is a vibrant

Geography Society which helps to organise both 

academic symposia and hosts a range of academic 

speakers. Last year saw speakers from universities 

and industry, presenting on a diverserange of 

topics, from the geopoliticalnegotiations 

surrounding access to water,through to 

representations of political developments within 

popular culture. Geography Week is always a 

highlight of the academiccalendar, thanks to the 

vibrancy of student-ledorganisation and 

opportunities to engage in thesubject across the 

school. A range of trips andfield work 

opportunities are offered to studentsthroughout 

the school including residentials for A-Level/IB and 

GCSE and a yearly internationaltrip to a range of 

locations, such as Costa Ricaand Iceland. All 

students have access to apersonal device and the 

department has led the way in embedding 

technology within the curriculum. The department 

runs Oxbridge preparation sessions for candidates 

who wish to apply which has been successful in 

preparingstudents for interviews.
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PROFESSIONAL  DEVELOPMENT
PROFESSIONAL OPPORTUNITIES & 
DEVELOPMENT

There is a strong culture of professional
development at the School, rooted in the
expectation that all staff proactively seek to
develop their practice throughout their time with us.

A fortnightly Teaching and Learning Forum offers
staff the opportunity to present and discuss
pedagogy. In addition to this, thereare regularguided 
lessonobservations with seniormembers of staff,to
encourage colleagues to think criticallyabout their
own teachingand experimentwith new approaches.

Internalpromotion and professional development
posts are advertisedto all staff. In addition,the
School also offers a numberof generousexternal
opportunities for staff, to expose them to wider 
educationalexperiences.

The School works closely with The Prince’s 
TeachingInstitute, investingin “unlimited”
membershipof the PTI, which offers our staff the
opportunity to attend their full programmeof
events.

It is important for our teachers to refine their 
knowledgeto further enhancetheacademic
rigourof their lessons. To thisend severalof our
academicstaff lead PTIsessionsin their own
specialistareas.

As part of the wider Senior School, staff benefit
from being able to attend theSenior Societies
lecture seriesgiven by eminent speakers.
Staff are also encouragedto sharetheir
passionsthroughour Nicholson Lecturesseries.
Colleaguespresenttheir own researchon areas
of academic or personal interest. These
lecturesoccupy aprestigious place in our
academic calendar,occurring fortnightlyand
arewell attendedby staff and studentsalike.

Followingthe opening of four partnership schools, 
NLCS Jeju(South Korea),NLCS Dubai, NLCS
Singapore,and NLCS Kobe (Japan),  staff in the UK 
have opportunities to be involved in monitoring
visits to these overseas schools, and to be involved
in the recruitment and trainingof their staff.

Teachingdepartmentsin all the schools are linked
via Communitiesof Practice, which provide a 
forum for collaboration on projects between
teachersand students, sharingof good practice
and exchangeof ideas.

All of these opportunities enablecolleagues to
become better and moreroundedacademics and
teachers,and ourstaff relishthe chance to get
involved insuch activities.
