Overall purpose of the post

· To carry out professional duties and to have responsibility for an assigned class. 
· To be responsible for the day-to-day work and management of the class and the safety and welfare of the pupils, during on-site and off-site activities.
· To promote the aims and objectives of the academy and maintain its philosophy of education.

· To plan, develop and deliver high quality lessons that cater for the needs of the whole ability range within their class within the context of the academy’s plans, curriculum and schemes of work

· Establish a safe and stimulating working environment for pupils, rooted in mutual respect 
· Take responsibility for promoting good and courteous behaviour both in classrooms and around the academy in accordance with the school’s behaviour policy 
· Maintain good order and discipline among pupils through managing classes effectively, using approaches which are appropriate to pupils’ needs
· Have high expectations of behaviour and establish a framework for discipline with a range of strategies using praise, sanctions and rewards fairly and consistently 
· Deploy, direct and support teaching assistants to maximise pupil progress and independence.
· Promote high levels of attendance, punctuality and engagement, and work with leaders and families where attendance is a concern.
· Have a clear understanding of the needs of all pupils including those with special educational needs, those working at greater depth or with high prior attainment, those with English as an additional language, those with disabilities and be able to use and evaluate distinctive teaching approaches to engage and support them 
· Take responsibility for the progress and outcomes of disadvantaged pupils, using effective strategies to reduce barriers to learning.
· Contribute to the design and provision of an engaging curriculum within the relevant subject area(s) 
Monitoring, Assessment, Recording & Reporting 
· Assess, monitor, record and report on the learning needs, progress and achievements of assigned pupils 
· Make effective use of data to monitor and evaluate pupil progress across the curriculum and to inform teaching and learning planning
· Participate in statutory and internal assessments including phonics, end of key stage and other national assessments as appropriate. 
· Use relevant data to monitor progress, set targets and plan subsequent lessons 
· Give pupils regular feedback both verbally and through accurate marking and encourage pupils to respond to the feedback. 
· To monitor pupil progress, keeping pupil records that include assessment outcomes and targets set at regular intervals in line with academy policy, to enable all pupils to achieve their full potential
