Latin Department

The study of Latin provides students with a chance to examine and understand fundamental
linguistic concepts; this benefits their understanding of Latin whilst also providing a basis for the
study of other languages. We strive to encourage students to be able to work with precision and
accuracy so that they can develop the skills needed to explore Latin with comprehension and
enjoyment.

Latin is studied in Years 7 and 8 by pupils who have been selected based on their CAT scores. In
Years 9 and 10, Latin becomes an after-school option, with the chance to achieve a GCSE by the
end of Year 10. This year, we have a mixed class of Year 9 & 10 pupils (who will be Year 10 & 11 next
academic year) as our GCSE cohort.

In Latin, we focus on four main areas - vocabulary, reading, roman civilisation and grammar. As
well as learning a new language, the course aims to help you to extend your English vocabulary
(through studying Latin root words and derivations), support your knowledge of modern languages
(through related Latin grammar) and complement your skills in history (through the study of
ancient civilisation).

This role is for a teacher of Latin to take a small class of 12 pupils through their second year of GCSE
Latin, to be completed in Summer 2027. The lessons will be delivered from 3-5pm one day a week.
