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THE SCHOOL
North London Collegiate School has an 
international reputation for academic 
excellence, combined with exceptional 
pastoral care and extra-curricularachievement. 
NLCS  is an academicallyselective girls' school. 
There are 790 studentsin the Senior School, 
233 of them in the SixthForm, and 
approximately 310 in the JuniorSchool. The 
School takes pride in thereligious and social 
diversity of its intake.

The School's aims are to provide anambitious 
education for all its pupils and to enable each 
girl to make the most of her owngifts. The 
highest priority is to maintain ateam of 
professional teachers to whom eachpupil is 
important, and who can teach their subject(s) 
with enthusiasm and drive.

THE CURRICULUM
In Year 7, all pupils take French for 3 periods a 
week before choosing two of French, German, 
Mandarin and Spanish to study in Years 8-9. 
Italian and Russian are introduced as ab initio 
languages in Year 10.

Pupils sit at least one MFL for (I)GCSE with many 
sitting two languages and a handful opting to 
choose three. French, Spanish, Mandarin, Italian 
and German follow the Edexcel or CAIE IGCSE 
specification while Russian follows the Edexcel 
specification. 

In the 6th form, French, German and Spanish 
follow the AQA A -Level specification while 
Mandarin, Italian and Russian follow the Edexcel 
A-Level specification. French, Spanish, Italian, 
German, Mandarin and Russian are all offered for 
both A-Level and the International Baccalaureate 
Diploma. Mandarin Chinese is offered at Ab Initio 
and Standard Level.

THE DEPARTMENT
The post-holder will join this outstandingly 
successful and thriving MFL department that 
annually sends excellent numbers of young linguists 
to study Modern Languages at Oxbridge and other 
top universities.

The Department aims to promote an enthusiasm 
for language learning, an interest in other cultures 
and an awareness of the importance of languages in 
today’s society in addition to an independent 
approach to study. The members of the 
Department share a common ethos and the 
atmosphere is very collegiate: staff willingly share 
their expertise and resources, and volunteer for 
extra responsibilities as and when necessary.

The Department is well-equipped and resourced, it 
benefits from student devices and a variety of 
applications for innovative teaching.  Each 
classroom has a high definition interactive 
touchscreen and provides staff and students the 
complete Microsoft Office 365 platform.

The Modern Language Faculty is also very active in 
collaboration with the wider MFL subject 
community. With three colleagues serving on the 
committee of the Independent Schools Modern 
Languages Association (ISMLA), we are at the heart 
of the national conversation around the future of 
Modern Languages.
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ENRICHMENT
Our extracurricular programme is also very extensive 
and includes our MFL society, Polyglot, and magazine, 
The Linguist, as well as our annual MFL symposium. The 
German Department is very successful in national 
competitions and takes part in a large number 
including the National Translation Bee, the Anthea Bell 
Translation Competition and the Oxford German 
Olympiad to name but a few. 

We offer trips to Munich and Berlin at various stages, 
and we are also incredibly fortunate to benefit from 
one of the oldest language exchanges through our 
partnership with the Goethe Gymnasium Ludwigsburg. 
Together, we celebrated 76 years of exchange this 
year. We aim to respond to culturally relevant 
opportunities, and expand students’ horizons through 
London day trips, plays, and projects such as 
workshops commemorating the centenary of Kafka’s 
death. Our students frequently excel in national 
language competitions, and we run a German Literary 
Club. 

All members of staff are expected to make a 
contribution to the extra-curricular life of the School 
such as by organising and/or participating in trips.

PROFESSIONAL OPPORTUNITIES & 
DEVELOPMENT

There is a strong culture of professional
development at the School, rooted in the
expectation that all staff proactively seek to
develop their practice throughout their time with us.

A fortnightly Teaching and Learning Forum offers
staff the opportunity to present and discuss
pedagogy. In addition to this, thereare regularguided 
lessonobservations with seniormembers of staff,to
encourage colleagues to think criticallyabout their
own teachingand experimentwith new approaches.

Internalpromotion and professional development
posts are advertisedto all staff. In addition,the
School also offers a numberof generousexternal
opportunities for staff, to expose them to wider 
educationalexperiences.

The School works closely with The Prince’s 
TeachingInstitute, investingin “unlimited”
membershipof the PTII, which offers our staff the
opportunity to attend their full programmeof
events.

It is important for our teachers to refine their 
knowledgeto further enhancetheacademic
rigourof their lessons. To thisend severalof our
academicstaff lead PTIsessionsin their own
specialistareas.

As part of the wider Senior School, staff benefit
from being able to attend theSenior Societies
lecture seriesgiven by eminent speakers.
Staff are also encouragedto sharetheir
passionsthroughour Nicholson Lecturesseries.
Colleaguespresenttheir own researchon areas
of academic or personal interest. These
lecturesoccupy aprestigious place in our
academic calendar,occurring fortnightlyand
arewell attendedby staff and studentsalike.

Followingthe opening of four partnership schools, 
NLCS Jeju(South Korea),NLCS Dubai, NLCS
Singapore,and NLCS Kobe (Japan),  staff in the UK 
have opportunities to be involved in monitoring
visits to these overseas schools, and to be involved
in the recruitment and trainingof their staff.

Teachingdepartmentsin all the schools are linked
via Communitiesof Practice, which provide a 
forum for collaboration on projects between
teachersand students, sharingof good practice
and exchangeof ideas.
