THE ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

The ethos within the department is positive and mutually supportive and there is a strong commitment to developing and improving practice. We have a dedicated purpose-built block in which there are eight English classrooms, a dedicated set of Chromebooks, a drama studio and a rehearsal room. There is also a department resource base.  The team also have the use of the Literacy Lodge, a purpose-built classroom that supports our Nurture curriculum.  

Schemes of learning are developed and shared centrally, and the team strive to ensure that workload is reasonable and manageable.  Its work is supported by a wide range of audio-visual material, and visualisers are available for every teacher.  The school has two well-stocked libraries, including our brand-new building, and The Bessie Horne Library in The Sixth Form Centre. They are both staffed by library assistants and equipped with a wireless network of computers.

THE ENGLISH CURRICULUM 

Key Stage 3

The Key Stage 3 curriculum is designed to give students a firm grounding in the skills required to succeed at GCSE. During the course, students will experience a rich range of texts from different genes and periods in time and, of course, learn to write creatively and with precision for a range of purposes and audiences. Speaking and listening skills also form a significant aspect of the curriculum. 

In Years 7,8 and 9, students are taught in ability sets. We also run a Nurture curriculum for students who need further support with their literacy. We assess all students across the year using a mixture of knowledges tests and longer form extended writing. 

Key Stage 4

All Key Stage 4 students follow the Eduqas specification for English Language and English Literature. Students are places into an upper or middle band according to ability. Students are assessed in a similar way to Key Stage 3, with a mixture of knowledge tests and past paper questions. 

Sixth Form

Students have the opportunity to study both English Literature and English Language to A-Level. They are increasingly popular subjects and there is a good level of uptake.
