New Hall, from its foundation, has been pioneering and innovative. The School is the UK’s oldest
Catholic school that has always taken girls; a strong commitment to promote equality, and to
address disadvantages in society for girls and women, still prevails. Our outreach and community
work led us to be the first independent school to sponsor a state primary school academy. We
were the first Catholic diamond model school and the first diamond model school to be created
from a former girls” senior school, with senior boys joining from 2006. The School has invested in
exceptional outdoor learning, using its 140-acre campuses.

The School is large and diverse: in age, from 1-19; in size, up to 1,500 students and over 300 staff;
in culture, with students from over 25 countries; in religion, as a Catholic school, welcoming all
who support our ethos; in structure, offering the full range of flexible boarding options and a mix
of co-education and single-sex teaching; and in educational range, with a broad curriculum and
an exceptional co-curricular programme. Every day is full of opportunities to learn and grow, for
staff as well as for students. It is impossible to be bored here - no two days are the same!

This is a career-defining opportunity, to be part of one of the UK’s most successful schools, with
an ambitious plan for further development.

Introduction

This is an exciting, full-time, opportunity to join our thriving and successful Art, Design &
Technology Department. The creative arts are held in high regard throughout New Hall and the
Art, Design & Technology Department has a longstanding record of success at both GCSE and A
Level, with many of our students progressing to study Art (or a related subject) at university level.
Students are encouraged to develop their own individual style, and we help them to build portfolios
of work from an early age.

Within the Sixth Form, each student is allocated their own, dedicated studio space. This university-
style provision allows our students to develop extensive and advanced portfolios. The Department
delivers both the Fine Art and Photography Art & Design options at both GCSE and A Level, and this
is supported by excellent facilities including three spacious classrooms, a dedicated computer suite, a
dark room and a film studio; the Department is also supported by an Art Technician and receives a
generous budget for resources.
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Salary & Benefits

Salary
New Hall School has its own salary scale. The current range for this role is £32,642pa - £60,695pa
(T1-T12).

Pension

Teaching staff are able to join the national Teachers” Pension Scheme (TPS). Pension contribution
rates are variable, currently between 7.4% per annum and 11.7% per annum, dependent on salary
(employee), and 28.68% (employer). New Hall Governors keep membership of TPS under review.

Hours of Work

As an independent boarding school, New Hall has long school holidays, including a 2-week
October half term, and a summer holiday that always commences in the second week of July or
earlier. There may be occasions where you are required to work additional hours for the proper
performance of your duties, taking account of the nature of the work in an independent boarding
school. A degree of flexibility is required.

The Curriculum

At Key Stage 3, students follow a diverse programme of study, always underpinned by skills
building and drawing techniques. This includes an introduction to many approaches in modular
structures encompassing 3D and new media alongside other Fine Art disciplines. The
Edexcel/Pearson examination specification is used at both GCSE and A Level in Art & Design.
There is an outstanding library and database resource to help students identify inspirational
practitioners, and our facilities support the production of highly ambitious work.

In Fine Art, students are encouraged to work imaginatively and expressively in a wide range of
media, including drawing, painting, printmaking, sculpture, textiles and mixed media. The use
of new media is also encouraged to allow an inclusive course for those students who are less
confident in traditional skills. Students studying GCSE Art & Design: Photography experiment
with media, processes and techniques, utilising a spacious darkroom and a range of new
computers. All students possess their own iPad that helps to facilitate rapid artist research,
primary source gathering and additional digital experiments. At A-Level, we continue to offer
both Fine Art and Photography, although other pathways can be explored as well.

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Examination Results, Achievements and Awards

Students significantly outperform national expectations in public examinations. In the several
years since teacher assessed grades, the results have continued to be extremely impressive. 22%
of students have gained grade 9 in GCSE Art & Design (Fine Art), 44% at grade 8 or above, and
72% at grade 7 or above. At A-Level, in the past 11 years, the A* grade has been the most achieved
grade by our Sixth Form artists and photographers. Furthermore, during this time, no student,
out of well over 100 entries, has achieved below a C grade, with 96% achieving a B grade or
upwards. We are proud, within these statistics, that we have attracted students at A-Level who
did not choose the subject at GCSE. The Head of Department has substantial experience of being
a senior moderator at A-Level and also works on the GCSE and iGCSE assessment teams.
Moreover, extra input from the school has formed important resources for teaching and learning
on the Edexcel/Pearson website.

A The examination board has commended the Department

Facilities

The rooms in this dynamic and high-achieving Department are housed within the historic former
palace of Henry VIII, described as “a warren of atelier-style studios” by the Good Schools” Guide.
Art & Design is currently being delivered by three teachers in the Senior Divisions, supported
each day by a specialist technician. The Art, Design & Technology Department currently has well-
resourced teaching rooms and studios alongside a variety of other teaching and learning areas
and generous storage space. Currently, we provide an individual and permanent studio space for
every Year 13 student in Art and Photography. In addition, there is a well-equipped computer
suite with opportunities to work with Adobe Suite and access to a darkroom and other useful
spaces that facilitate a variety of analogue and new media approaches. Teaching staff receive an
iPad and a laptop to assist in their delivery of the subject. Each student is given their own iPad,
including useful digital applications such as Procreate for GCSE and A-Level students.

Art trips at home and abroad form an
important part of the Art experience. Destinations include Barcelona, Berlin, Cornwall and New
York.

New Hall School is a thriving co-educational boarding and day school for up to 1,500 students
aged 1to19. Founded in 1642, it is one of the oldest Catholic schools and the largest Catholic
boarding and day school in the UK. The School’s ethos continues to be inspired by its founding
Religious Community, the Canonesses of the Holy Sepulchre.

The charism of our founding Religious Community is service and hospitality; this is lived out in
the actions of the volunteers that take part in this thriving and popular programme. Founded in
1978, the New Hall Voluntary Service (NHVS) has been providing help and support to vulnerable
members of our local community for over 45 years. Volunteering for NHVS promotes an
enduring community spirit, nurtures responsible citizenship and encourages student-led
charitable endeavour throughout the local area.

The School is set in a stunning location dominated by the former Tudor Palace of Beaulieu and is
surrounded by 70 acres of beautiful parkland and heritage gardens. The also owns New Hall Park
Farm, a 70-acre site with an equestrian centre, 3 miles from New Hall, and Boreham House; a
stunning Grade I listed heritage building, set in 35 acres of countryside. Located just outside
Chelmsford city centre, the School is well connected to London - only 20 minutes by train - with
a new station due to open at the foot of New Hall’s private approach road, The Avenue, in 2025.
There are three nearby airports: London Southend, London Stansted and London City. The
Elizabeth Line at Shenfield (13 minutes by train from New Hall) has a direct line to Heathrow
airport terminals.

The School is oversubscribed at key entry
points. An early adopter of the diamond model, it offers a vibrant education for girls and boys,
with single-sex teaching in the Senior Divisions for Years 7 to 11, and co-education in the early
years, Preparatory Divisions and Sixth Form.
