· Maintaining an understanding of the requirements of the Royal Academy of Dance examination requirements, and of current developments in the teaching of Classical Ballet.
· Attending termly inset meetings, the content of which will be agreed by the Lead Teacher of Ballet, Director of Sport, Health and Safety Manager and the Deputy Heads.
