Higher Level Teaching Assistant (HLTA)

Reporting to: Headteacher;

Liaising with: Parents, pupils, visitors, colleagues and wider school team, external suppliers and
members of the public/local community;

Grade/Salary: Band 4 (SCP 11-17)

Hours of work: TBA.

Main Purpose:

e  Work with class teachers to raise the learning and attainment of pupils;

e  Promote pupils’ independence, self-esteem and social inclusion;

e  Give support to pupils, individually or in groups, so they can access the curriculum, take partin
learning and experience a sense of achievement;

e Lead, coordinate and support Teaching Assistants and Midday Supervisors.

Duties & Responsibilities:

Teaching and Learning

e Demonstrate a secure curriculum knowledge and expertise in applying assessment procedures;

e Demonstrate an informed and efficient approach to teaching and learning by adopting relevant
strategies to support the work of the teacher and increase achievement of all pupils including, where
appropriate the most vulnerable (SEND, disadvantaged);

*  Promote, support and facilitate inclusion by encouraging participation of all pupils in learning and
extracurricular activities;

e Use effective behaviour management strategies consistently in line with the school’s policy and
procedures;

e  Support class teachers with maintaining good order and discipline among pupils, managing behaviour
effectively to ensure a good and safe learning environment;

e Organise and manage teaching space and resources to help maintain a stimulating and safe learning
environment;

e  Observe pupil performance and report observations to the class teacher;

e  Supervise a class if the teacher is temporarily unavailable;

e  Use ICT skills to advance pupils’ learning;

e Undertake any other relevant duties given by the class teacher;

e To cover and lead class teaching, as and when appropriate;

e Direct the work, where relevant, of other adults in supporting learning.
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Contribute to assessment and planning by supporting the monitoring, recording and reporting of
pupil performance and progress as appropriate to the level of the role;

Read and understand lesson plans shared prior to lessons, if available;

Prepare the classroom for lessons;

Use their area(s) of expertise to contribute to the planning and preparation of learning activities, and
to plan their role in learning activities ;

Use allocated time to devise clearly structured activities that interest and motivate learners and
advance their learning;

Plan how to support the inclusion of pupils in learning activities.

Communicate effectively with other staff members and pupils, and with parents and carers under
the direction of the class teacher or leadership team;

Communicate their knowledge and understanding of pupils to other school staff and education,
health and social care professionals, so that informed decision making can take place on intervention
and provision;

With the class teacher, keep other professionals accurately informed of performance and progress
or concerns they may have about the pupils they work with;

Understand their role in order to be able to work collaboratively with classroom teachers and other
colleagues, including specialist advisory teachers;

Collaborate and work with colleagues and other relevant professionals within and beyond the school;
Develop effective professional relationships with colleagues.

The post holder may be required to attend, from time to time, training courses, conferences, seminars
or other meetings as required by his/her own training needs and the needs of the school and
disseminate as required.

Expenses will be paid in accordance with the Local Conditions of Service.

Work to promote and apply the schools Safeguarding and Child Protection policy and practices.

Work to promote and apply the Trust’s Equality and Diversity policy and practices.

The post holder will respect confidentiality issues linked to home/student/teacher/school work and to
keep confidentiality as appropriate.

As a member of staff working in a school setting the post holder will have a duty to help keep young
people safe and to protect them from sexual, physical and emotional harm and to take reasonable
steps to ensure the safety and well-being of pupils.

The post holder will ensure awareness of and compliance with personal responsibilities and
requirements communicated by school’s policies and procedures including Health and Safety.

Subject to the duration of the need and by negotiation, the special conditions given below apply:

The post holder will proactively undertake student supervision as required as part of a wider staff
team, e.g. fire drill duty, Parent Interview Days, bus duty, lunch duty.

The post holder may be required to provide assistance with the invigilation of examinations.

The post holder may be required to accompany and supervise pupils on educational visits.

As a member of staff in a school setting you may have the opportunity to participate in programmes
for mentoring pupils and to participate in extra-curricular activities and to work alongside a form tutor
in a pastoral capacity.
