Role Summary
As a Teaching Assistant, you will play a pivotal role in ensuring our students receive

world class education. You will take a pro-active role in the support of the educational,
developmental and social needs of our students. 

You will work closely with teachers, school staff and students to ensure that all
students receive the support and guidance they need to succeed and go on to lead

great lives. As a TA you will primarily work with individuals or small groups of
students who require additional support, but you will also be a key role model for the

wider class and school. 

Full- Time Teaching Assistant
Contract Term: Fixed-term for one academic year. Whilst we hope to be able to renew this role for future 

years, this will depend on the funding position of the school.
The Role: This dynamic, full-time position will see you working adaptably between different classes across 
the school. It offers excellent variety as you support small groups and work closely with individual children.

Please note that this is not a designated 1:1 post, though focused 1:1 work with different children will be a
regular and rewarding part of your weekly role.

Key Duties & Opportunities: Teaching small groups, providing in-class support, and offering targeted 
individual guidance. To ensure our children are safe and supported throughout the school day, all of our 

TAs assist during lunchtime (paid). Additionally, many of our TAs choose to support our popular breakfast club
and after-school provisions for additional paid hours.



What you will be doing

Build Knowledge
You will assist the teaching of groups of children on a daily basis, building their knowledge and skills in
reading and maths, through the delivery of Read Write Inc phonics and Direct Instruction Maths. (Full
training and support will be given)
To take into account the learning support involved to aid the children to learn as effectively as
possible.
To assist in preparing, using and maintaining relevant teaching resources, including wall displays and
cleaning up classrooms after activities. To ensure that basic classroom materials are available for use. 
To support individual or small group of children within a class under the overall control of the teacher. 
To encourage social integration and individual development of students. To develop methods of
promoting and reinforcing students’ self-esteem. 
The post holder is responsible for his/her own self-development on a continuous basis.

 Build Trust
To establish supportive relationships with the student/s concerned and to encourage acceptance and
inclusion of all students. 
To be aware of confidential issues linked to home/student/teacher/school work and to ensure the
confidentiality of such sensitive information. 

 Prioritisation
To take into account that some children require more scaffolding to learn as effectively as possible.
To assist in preparing, using and maintaining relevant teaching resources, including wall displays and
cleaning up classrooms after activities.  
To ensure that basic classroom materials are available for use. 

Clarity and Energy
To assist with lunch and break time supervision, engaging children in play and encouraging positive
experiences and relationships. 
To support the teacher in the organisation and effective running of educational visits and outings,
ensuring that risk assessments are followed and that resources are well organised.
To develop methods of promoting/reinforcing the student’s self-esteem and to promote independence
through the development of self-help skills. 
To carry out administrative tasks associated with all of the above duties as directed by the teacher. 
To take an active role in promoting and running after school activities.
To accompany children on educational visits and outings as supervised by the Teacher.
