Overall Job Purpose

e To provide, or contribute to, oral and written assessments, reports and references relating to individual
students and groups of students.

e To undertake a designated programme of teaching.

e To ensure a high-quality learning experience for students which meets internal and external quality
standards.

e To use a variety of responsive teaching strategies and techniques to check for understanding and
misconceptions, appropriate to student needs and the demands of the curriculum.

e To maintain discipline in accordance with the school’s procedures, and to encourage good practice with
regard to punctuality, behaviour, standards of work, and independent study.

e Evaluate performance and learning and give feedback within the guidelines of the departmental and
whole school expectations.

Operational/Strategic Planning & Quality Assurance:

e To assist in the development of appropriate syllabuses, resources, schemes of work, marking policies
and teaching strategies for the department.

e To co-operate with other staff to ensure a sharing and effective usage of resources to the benefit of the
school, the department, and the students.

e To contribute to the department’s development plan and implementation.

e To contribute to enrichment activities and whole school’s planning activities.

e To contribute to the process of monitoring and evaluation of the department in line with school
procedures.




Curriculum Provision and Development:

To take part in marketing and liaison activities such as open evenings, parents’ evenings, and liaison
events with partner schools.

To contribute to the development of effective subject links with external agencies.

Care Guidance and Support:

To be a Form Tutor to an assigned group of students and to contribute to Tutor Time and other tutor-
based curriculum activities.

To promote the general progress and well-being of individual students and of the Tutor Group.

To register students, accompany them to assemblies, encourage their full attendance at all lessons and
their participation in other aspects of school life.

To evaluate and monitor the progress of students and keep up-to-date student records.

To alert the appropriate staff to problems experienced by students and to make recommendations as to
how these may be resolved.
