EXPECTATIONS
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Professional conduct

· Demonstrate a professional and positive regard for school procedures, values, and ethos.
· Have a thorough understanding for the need to safeguard students’ well-being.
· Demonstrate a commitment to improving your own practice.
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Knowledge and understanding

· Demonstrate a clear and accurate understanding of the knowledge, skills, and concepts to be learned and apply this effectively in supporting teachers and students.
· Develop and maintain an understanding of the specific learning needs of the student(s) or class you work with to help them access the curriculum and general classroom teaching.
· Know how to contribute effectively to the adaptation and delivery of support to meet individual needs. 
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Teaching and learning

· Scaffold support in a non-stigmatising way that provides students with temporary assistance so they can successfully access the learning.
· Support students to develop independent learning skills, and gradually reduce their reliance on adult support, by helping them to plan, monitor and evaluate their own learning. 
· Use clear and concise explanation and modelling to supplement the work of the teacher.
· Frequently check for understanding, modifying your approach accordingly, and provide specific and timely feedback.
· Support students to recall and practise previous learning to help make it stick. 
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Working with others

· Work alongside your teacher as a team with a shared understanding of your respective roles in achieving specific learning objectives. 
· Support your teacher with behavioural expectations so that learning time is maximised and the students remain focused. 
· Working with other professionals and outside agencies to support more individualised learning of students.
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
