Essential Criteria
Qualifications & Experience
· Experience supporting pupils with SEND in an educational setting.
· Ability to adapt learning activities and provide individualised support.
· Understanding of safeguarding and child protection responsibilities.
Skills & Knowledge
· Strong communication and interpersonal skills.
· Ability to work collaboratively with teachers and the SENDCo.
· Knowledge of inclusive practices and strategies for supporting diverse needs.
Personal Qualities
· Patient, empathetic, and resilient.
· Positive attitude and commitment to pupil wellbeing.
· Ability to maintain confidentiality and act professionally at all times.

Desirable Criteria
· Relevant qualification in supporting teaching and learning (Level 3 or Level 4).
· Knowledge of specific SEND strategies (e.g., autism, ADHD, speech and language).
· Experience using ICT to support learning.
· Willingness to undertake CPD and specialist SEND training.
