We have significant material poverty in
the community with over 65% of our
students coming from the most deprived
areas but we do not have poverty of
aspiration.

We are a Catholic Jesuit school and have
a distinctive ethos but you do not have to
be Catholic to attend this school. We
welcome and are enriched by those of
other faiths and no faith. We encourage
all to play a full part in the spiritual life of
the school and to gain a deeper
understanding of their place in the world.

We have all boys ages from 11 - 16 and
boys and girls in the Sixth Form. Boys only
education during those critical years of
development at KS3 and KS4 enables our
boys to be themselves, develop at their
rate, focus on their studies and interests,
and pursue the areas that are often
dominated by girls in mixed schools,
areas such as music, dance, food and
drama.

Our key focus is academic achievement
and our results are a testament to our
commitment to ensuring the best
possible outcomes for our students: at
KS4 our boys achieve far higher than
boys, nationally and locally, and this is
similarly the case at KS5, for both our
boys and girls. In 2024, our Progress 8
score was 0.85, the highest of all
secondary schools in Enfield and in the
top 2.3% nationally. We believe that with
the right support, all can achieve

English is one of the most successful
departments in the College. Both staff and
students are passionate about the subject.
The English Department is a highly
successful, collaborative and cohesive
team effectively and
supportively to ensure that all our students

who  work
make excellent progress regardless of their
staring points, are highly ambitious and
achieve excellent outcomes. Examination
results matter. We understand this, and
encourage all our students to aspire to
academic That said, we
passionately believe that the journey is as
important as the destination, and we aim
to instil a love of learning and a passion for
English language and literature. Through
our curriculum, students experience
literature of lasting human value, enabling
them to conclude that humanity is of
inestimable worth, that the world s
constantly evolving and to appreciate the
power and beauty of language. At KS3 we
deliver a knowledge rich curriculum that
truly broadens our students' experiences.
The example of this is with our year 7
students who begin by exploring the lliad
and then journey into the world of
Shakespeare's Julius Caesar with the year
finishing with an exploration of the text
Siddhartha. We truly believe that all
students have a fundamental right to
experience great works of literature and

excellence.

Consistently, year on year, our outcomes

are superb and significantly higher than
the national average. Progress at GCSE is
exceptionally strong, demonstrating the
work ethic of our staff and students alike.
The department consistently achieves high
P8 scores above national average. St
Ignatius College boys achieve much better
than locally and nationally. At A Level
English our results are consistently
outstanding with the department
achieving excellent value added and a
high percentage of students achieving
grades A-B. Outcomes in English are some
of the best results in the school, and we
always achieve significantly positive
residuals. Our exceptional results are
testament to the commitment and passion
of teachers and students alike.

The English Department offers students a
wide range of enriching opportunities to
encourage our students to develop their
interests beyond exam syllabuses. Our KS3
and KS4 students have visited The Globe
Theatre to see a production of Macbeth
and A Midsummer Night's Dream. Annually,
we have the Globe Players visit our College
to perform a medley of Shakespeare's
most prominent plays to our KS3 cohort.
Our Year 10 students have competed in the
Jack Petchey Speak Out Challenge. Year 12
and 13 students have taken part in the
Orwell Youth Prize writing competition, the
Public  Speaking
Competition and have visited the Imperial
War Museum to develop their contextual
knowledge of the texts they are studying.
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We have developed an academically
rigorous, knowledge rich curriculum that
is challenging, engaging and stimulating,
and supports students to gain the
powerful knowledge in each discipline.

We invest time and resources into
curriculum  development, including
providing subject areas with curriculum
planning time and working with external
curriculum experts to develop our
and pedagogy. Our
curriculum teams map the key powerful
knowledge, concepts and skills that
students need to gain in order to achieve
mastery in their disciplines, and the
successful candidate will have a deep
knowledge

We review our curriculum regularly to
ensure that it equips our students for the
twenty first century. For example, we
teach Mandarin and are introducing Latin
in September in order to provide our
students with a challenging and rich
curriculum.

We have designed a Magis curriculum at
KS3 to teach explicitly a range of issues
such as emotional and
intelligence, keeping good mental health,
teamwork, positive relationships, dealing
with conflict and compromise, self-belief,

self-management, and interpersonal
skills.

developing each individual. We aim to be
leaders in innovative curriculum design
and pedagogy over the coming years.




We are striving to be a community with a
genuine passion and excitement about
how students learn and how teachers
teach; where teachers are learners,
collaborating with and developing one
another. We believe that we can only
develop practice by ensuring that
teachers have the opportunity to reflect,
challenge and support one another. Staff
are our most valuable resource and we
staff development. Every
fortnight, we have our teaching and
learning briefing and all training takes
place on weekly Professional Thursdays
from 3.20 - 450 pm. We also close the
school early on one day per half term to
support
development.

We are currently
working on developing staff expertise in
mediating text i.e. developing students'
reading skills.

We work closely with other organisations
and schools and our staff have access to
a range of middle and senior leadership
programmes including the
Professional Qualifications.
