e Use evidence-based research to identify areas of strength and for development in knowledge and
understanding, using strengths to support others.
e Understand and use both National and Local strategies to raise achievement.
e If not an ECT, undertake the leadership of a curriculum subject / area, developing plans which identify
clear targets and success criteria.
e Contribute to whole school planning, monitoring and evaluation activities.
2 Creating optimal learning conditions:
e Use teaching methods appropriate to the learners being taught.
e Use time well to maximise teaching and learning opportunities.
e Manage behaviour positively, have high expectations to achieve high standards of discipline.
e Ensure the classroom is adequately and appropriately resourced for each lesson.
e Ensure displays both support and celebrate learning across the curriculum.
e Involve teaching support staff appropriately in all aspects of class work and ensure they are
adequately briefed about each lesson.
e Use resources effectively.

objectives to evaluate effectiveness of teaching and learning.
