shampooing, vacuum cleaning, polishing and dusting of designated areas as required
by the School.

e To use the appropriate equipment, materials, tools and machinery to ensure the job
is done effectively.

e To ensure the safe use of chemicals that are required as part of your work, following
manufacturer’s instructions and with regard to Health and Safety Regulation.

e Toempty bins and remove waste to designated areas.
e Specialist cleaning where requested by the School, i.e. carpet shampooing.
e Toreport any damage/defects to the appropriate person.

e To liaise with site staff, supervisors and line managers as required.
