Sheldon School is a standalone academy serving approximately 1,550 students, making it
one of the largest secondary schools in Wiltshire. We are a co-educational 11-18 school
with a thriving sixth form and a strong reputation for positive relationships, comprehensive
pastoral support, and a broad, enriching curriculum. Our most recent Ofsted inspection
(March 2024) judged the school to be Good in all areas.




The school is set within an attractive parkland
campus on the edge of the expanding market
town of Chippenham, surrounded by beautiful
countryside.

Many staff
enjoy living locally, while others commute easily
from Swindon, Bath, or Bristol. The school is just
five minutes from Junction 17 of the M4. The local
area offers a wide range of cultural and leisure
opportunities, alongside comparatively affordable
housing.

Faculty Letter

Design and Technology

The Design & Technology Faculty consists of nine specialist teachers and three technicians. Within this team there are
areas of particular responsibility for the curriculum, under the overall management of the Head of Faculty.

Design and Technology has an important role to play in the lives of our students and they are supported by an
excellent D&T team, and the teaching and learning takes place in a wonderful purpose-built environment which
has excellent design and make facilities. Our Roll of Honour Board logs the increasing number of students who have
achieved excellent exam results and who have chosen to follow a career in design.

Faculty Courses

At Key Stage 3 all pupils study Design and Technology for approximately 2.5 hours/week (i.e. 10% of curriculum time
on a 30-period week). A number of projects are delivered in each year group which encourages a multi-disciplinary
appreciation of Design and Technology. Throughout the key stage, pupils receive a regular experience of:

e The Design Process e Resistant Materials

e  Graphics/Modelling e  Systems and Control
e Food and Nutrition e |CTinc. CAD/CAM

e Textiles Technology e Health and Safety

At Key Stage 4, typically 60%-70% of pupils choose to study one of the following internal D&T endorsements at GCSE
(AQA) for 2.5 hours/week in Year 10 and 2 hours/week in Year 11:

e D&T Graphic Products ® Food Preparation & Nutrition
e D&T Resistant Materials e D&T Textiles

In the 6th Form, each year group of students has the opportunity to follow A Level (AQA) courses in Product Design
and Fashion & Textiles or a Post 16 Level 3 course in Food Science & Nutrition.

Due to the growth of Design and Technology at Sheldon School the building of a purpose-built Design and Technology
Centre became the cornerstone when developing the Sheldon site to its current capacity.
