THE SITE TEAM

Our Site Team comprises of Senior Caretakers, Caretakers, Cleaners, Meal Time Assis-
tants, and led by the Site Manager. The team is full of different personalities, making it
an enjoyable environment to work in.

Our school is situated on a great site with fantastic facilities including our lecture theatre,
Sports Hall, and a fully kitted gym suite which staff can access.
