The Psychology department is the largest curriculum area in the College, with around 600 learners studying A Level Psychology (AQA). We maintain a strong focus on teaching, learning and assessment, which has been instrumental in securing consistently positive student outcomes.
Psychology is now housed in its own brand new, dedicated building, providing a modern and well-resourced environment for both learners and colleagues. With specialist teaching rooms and a shared staff workroom, the department has a strong sense of identity and provides a space where collaboration and professional dialogue are part of everyday practice.
Our team consists of 4 full-time and 2 part-time teachers who are passionate about their subject. Many are experienced examiners, and all contribute to the ongoing development of the curriculum. We work closely together to plan and refine our teaching and share resources, ideas and expertise so that we all benefit from the collective strength of the team.
Team meetings support this collaborative approach, providing opportunities to reflect on practice, develop teaching strategies and engage with assessment data to inform our understanding of student progress. Tracking and monitoring of learners is well established, allowing us to respond effectively and support all learners.
Psychology has been taught at the College since 1989 and remains a popular and successful subject choice. We are proud of the positive and respectful relationships we have built with our learners, and the role this plays in creating a purposeful learning environment. We are a strong and supportive team, committed to continuous improvement, and we welcome the fresh ideas and perspectives that new colleagues bring.
